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Covenants
1. If man was going to be redeemed, God was going to have to do it all. God initiated and has revealed and maintained His Covenant.

2. If God was going to do this in harmony with the law of man’s sinful nature, man must be brought to desire this covenant, yield to this covenant, and entrust himself to the God of this covenant.

3. Whatever man believes in, that is what moves and rules his whole being. When man attaches his faith to what he hears, it becomes a part of his life and shapes his opinions.

4. Unless there is an intense longing for deliverance form sin that has taken place in one’s life, people will fall back into the power of the flesh and the law. The holiness that the New Covenant offers will then terrify rather than attract. Religion will develop rules and restrictions to control the flesh instead of trusting the Holy Spirit to convict and change man from the inside out.

5. In the Old Testament, the heart was the problem. There was an evil heart in man. God remedies that in the New Covenant. The heart is made right through the new birth and is equipped to know God. 

6. God is telling us in His Word that all we need or wish for is in Him. In the fullest sense of the word, the I AM, the Omnipresent One, will be ever presenet with us in all grace and love. The I AM, the Almighty One, will work in us by His mighty power. The I AM, the Holy One, will reveal His sanctifying life within us to separate us to Himself.

7. The one fruit that God has always sought and engages to bring forth is a heart in which His Spirit and His Law dwells, producing a heart that delights to do His will.
